           
Euclid Herie: Leadership Award & Assistive Technology Scholarship
CNIB is proud to present two Euclid Herie awards, established in 2001: The Leadership Award and the Assistive Technology Scholarship.
Named for CNIB's President Emeritus, these awards honour Doctor Herie's distinguished career which culminated in a 17-year terms as the organisation's President and CEO and a 6-year term as President of the World Blind Union.
Doctor Herie's legacy as a role model and spokesperson for people with vision loss is brought to life by his credo, ''It's respectable to be blind!'' and through CNIB's focus on living well with vision loss.
Euclid Herie Leadership Award - $5,000
This award recognizes leadership in:
community investment;
role modeling;
personal, charitable or business achievement or leadership;
teaching or mentorship;
research;
public speaking or advocacy on behalf of people with vision loss;
or other significant contributions which inspire achievement throughout the disabled community.
It is open to individuals of all ages living in Alberta and NWT.
Nominee Criteria:
vision loss that cannot be corrected with ordinary lenses;
resident of Alberta or NWT for one year prior to the date of nomination;
CNIB staff or board members are not eligible.
Required Attachments:
Reason for nomination (maximum 500 words)
A minimum of three letters of support
Euclid Herie Assistive Technology Scholarship - $5,000
Technology enhances educational opportunities for people with vision loss. this award must be used to purchase assistive technology and/ or software to aid a student in his/ her studies and/ or daily life.
Applicant criteria:
vision loss that cannot be corrected with ordinary lenses;
resident of Alberta or NWT for a minimum of one year prior to date of application;
demonstrated academic achievement, judgment and leadership;
currently enrolled in grades 10, 11 or 12 in a school in Alberta or NWT.
Required Attachments:
Two letters of recommendation attesting to community service and leadership qualities;
list of the organizations for which you have performed community volunteer service and describing your contribution;
official transcripts for your last full year of study, as well as for the first full semester of the current year;
list of honours or awards received;
description of how technology will help you achieve your goals (250 words or less)

Failure to meet all of the requirements for either award will automatically disqualify the applicant.
