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W. Boyd McFetridge Distinguished Volunteer Award 

Recognizing 30 years of volunteer service to CNIB AB/NWT, the W. Boyd McFetridge Distinguished Volunteer Award was established in 2004. 
W. Boyd McFetridge took a personal interest in people with vision loss many years before joining the Southern Alberta District Advisory Board in 1964.  He became Treasurer in 1967 and served in that capacity until becoming Chairman of the Alberta/NWT Division Board from 1974 to 1979.  In addition to his commitment to CNIB, he was an active Lion and Mason, and held offices in the Automobile Dealer's Association and Central United Church.

A recipient in 1990 of the Arthur Napier Magill Award, CNIB's highest award for volunteerism, and the Governor General's Golden Jubilee Medal in 2002, W. Boyd McFetridge served as the Division's Honourary Chair from 1979 until his death in 2004.

This award commemorates Boyd's lifelong commitment to CNIB and to people who are deafblind, or have vision loss in Alberta and NWT.

Nominee Criteria:

The nominee must be a living Albertan, professional or non-professional, who has made a significant contribution as a CNIB volunteer to work for people with vision loss and those individuals who are deafblind. 
Nominating Procedure

Nominations are welcome from anyone.

Nominations must include a summary (750 words maximum) clearly describing why the nominee is worthy of this award, including a history of volunteer activities and two letters of reference.

Deadline for submission is May 15 annually.
