Lesson 1, Question 1:

What is the title of the web page you have just opened?
Answer:

The title of the web page is The CNIB Digital Library Homepage.

Lesson 2, Question 1:

Name one of the headings on the Help page.
Answer:

Given that the headings on the Help page may change periodically, any number of answers are correct. If you manage to find a heading on the page, you have answered this question successfully.

Lesson 3, Question 1:
Give the name of the page that opens following the change in placement of your navigation bar.
Answer:

The name of the page is Page Layout Preferences (you remain on the same page once the change has been done).

Lesson 4, Question 1:

Please tell us the title of the Link you have just activated under the Announcements section.
Answer:

Given that the links of the Announcements section change periodically, you can have numerous answers to this question. If you manage to find the content of a link that you have chosen, you have answered this question successfully.

Lesson 5, Question 1:

Who is the author of the book called In a Sunburned Country?
Answer:

Bill Bryson is the author of the book In a Sunburned Country.

Lesson 5, Question 2:

What is the title of the book with this call number: ET01262?
Answer:

The hound of the Baskervilles is the title of the book with call number ET01262.

Lesson 6, Question 1:

Applying what you have learned in this exercise, identify the two options that appear on the Search Results page by completing this sentence: If you did not find what you were looking for, …
Answer:

“If you did not find what you were looking for, …  ask us for assistance or request that a title be ordered.”

Lesson 6, Question 2:
Using what you have learned in this exercise, identify a title found on the first Search Results page displayed.
Answer:

There can be a variety of correct answers, as long as they correspond to what you would expect to find under the subject “english literature.”

Lesson 7, Question 1:
Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, in the first sentence of the book 1492, give the name of the narrator.
Answer:

The narrator’s name is Jayme de Marchena.
Lesson 7, Question 2:

Using what you have learned in this exercise, name one of the audio segments in the book 100 days in the jungle by the authors Shawn Ohler and Vicky Hall.
Answer:

You can name any of the following segments:

1 100 Days in the Jungle front matte.mp3 

2 Contents.mp3 

3 Prologue to Fear and Disbelief.mp3 

4 Repercussions to Politics and Ciga.mp3 

5 Enfermo to Night Marches.mp3 

6 Mr and Mrs Tiger Tooth to Guerrill.mp3 

7 A Glimmer of Hope to Three Bangs o.mp3 

8 Cold Cervesas to Epilogue.mp3
Lesson 8, Question 1:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, how many search results include John Grisham as the author’s name?
Answer:

You can find 74 titles with John Grisham as their author. Don’t forget that this number can increase if other books by John Grisham are added to the collection.
Lesson 8, Question 2:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, how many Search Results show biography or memoir in their title?
Answer:

There are over 500 results of books that have either “biography” or “memoir” in their titles. 

Lesson 9, Question 1:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, how many documents in Online Digital Audio format by the author David Suzuki are found in the CNIB Digital Library?
Answer:

There are 14 documents in Online Digital Audio format that can be found under the name David Suzuki. This number may increase if we add more titles by this author to the collection.

Lesson 9, Question 2:

How many documents in Electronic Text format are found in the CNIB Digital Library in which the title contains the exact phrase animal farm?
Answer:

There are 3 documents in Electronic Text that contain the exact phrase animal farm in their titles.

Lesson 10, Question 1:

How many documents do you have in your book bag?
Answer:

Unless you previously placed other items in your book bag, you should only have 1 item in your book bag after doing the preceding exercise.

Lesson 11, Question 1:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, identify the name of your saved search.
Answer:

The default title of this saved search is Search for: adult on: title (Mar 20, 2008). If you have changed the title of this search, you should see your title listed under Saved Searches on The CNIB Digital Library Homepage.

Lesson 11, Question 2:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, once you have deleted your search, what is the first sentence displayed under the Saved Searches title?
Answer:

You should see the sentence “No saved searches”. If you had more than one saved search, you should see the sentence “Listed below are your Saved Search(es)?. Please click the respective saved search item to conduct a search or hit REMOVE to delete a saved search item.”
Lesson 12, Question 1:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise and after activating the Format Preferences link, identify the first format in the list.
Answer:

The first format in the list under Format Preferences is Online Digital Audio.

Lesson 12, Question 2:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, what number of results per page did you select in the dropdown list?
Answer:

You can choose to display 10, 20, 40, 60, or 90 results per page.

Lesson 13, Question 1:

Using what you have learned in the previous exercise, identify one of the publications listed on the Newspapers, Magazines and Databases web page.
Answer:

You will find publications such as the Edmonton Journal, Chatelaine, Montreal Gazette, National Post, Maclean’s, Saskatoon Star-Phoenix, Telegraph-Journal (Saint John), National Geographic, Toronto Star, Vancouver Sun, and Sports Illustrated, among many others, on the Newspapers, Magazines, and Databases web page.
