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Intro to Book Lists and Formats 
These Book Lists are just ideas for books you might like to read; we won’t send any of them unless you place holds online or tell us that you want them. Remember, this summer you can read any book on any topic in any format (braille, audio, online, large print). The books you read don’t even have to be from these lists! You can read other books from the CNIB Library, books that you own, books from school, or books that you borrow from the public library!

QUICK TIPS:
· Even if you won’t be ordering books from the lists of Suggested Books, keep them handy! They’ll help you answer the Mystery Questions!
· You can find the book lists online. Go to the Children’s Discovery Portal (www.cnib.ca/cdlkids) and find ‘Summer Reading Club Book Lists’ under ‘Looks @ Books’ on the home page 

· Putting an item in your Book Bag (online) does not mean that it has been ordered. You must go into your Book Bag and place a hold on the item you want. Think of your Book Bag as a wishlist of books you might like to order, or a quick way to find the books you are reading online.

What you need to know about our formats
How do you like to read? Do you listen to books, read them in braille, or use screen magnification software to read on your computer? Audio, braille and electronic text are all different formats.

· want to know if the CNIB Library has a title you’d like to read? Be sure you also tell us what format you’d like to read!

· placing a hold on a title you know the CNIB Library has? Make sure it’s available in a format you can use (remember, we don’t have all books in all formats)

Here’s a list of some different formats available. The first two letters in the call number of each book tells you the format. For example, books with call numbers beginning with DC are DAISY audio books on CD.

What you need to know about ‘online’ formats:

Even when the Library is closed (weekends/evenings/ holidays), you have instant access to ‘online’ books, any time you want! All you need is a computer, a username and a password for the CNIB Digital Library (or Children’s Discovery Portal). 

· Most online audio books (EA) are mp3 files that you can listen to on your computer or on a portable mp3 player. Some EA books in the CNIB Library collection use an interface not designed by CNIB. If you’re having trouble using these, contact us. 

· Uncontracted and contracted braille files (EI, EB) can be downloaded so you can use a refreshable braille display to read from your computer, or emboss them on your braille printer. Better yet, save these files into a note taker such as the BrailleNote or the Braille Sense and read your books wherever you want.
QUICK TIP:
· you can’t place Holds on formats that have a book number that starts with ‘E’ – ‘E’ stands for electronic and we can’t send you electronic online audio or braille files!

· add EA, EI or EB titles to your Book Bag to make it easy to find them again
