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Promoting Your Share Your Vision Event

Organizing a Share Your Vision fundraising event is a fun and fulfilling way to help CNIB provide hopeful futures for Canadians who are blind or partially sighted. Building awareness of your event will contribute significantly to its success. Here are some suggestions on how you can promote your golf tournaments, garage sales, dances, dinner parties and everything in between!

Posters and flyers – Create a poster or flyer that lists all the details of your event – who, what, why, when and where – and display them in your community before and during the event. Contact your CNIB representative to obtain a copy of the Share Your Vision poster template. Post them at your work, school, community centres and other high traffic areas. 
Online promotion – Use your own email lists and/or try to source email lists (e.g. from your gym or workplace) to inform and invite participants. Go online and search for community blogs/e-calendars to list your event. Set up a group on social networking sites, such as Facebook and Twitter. Promoting your event on social networking sites is free, so not only will you be able to publicize your event quickly, but cheaply as well.
Cross-Promote – Take advantage of any other events happening in your community. If your fundraising event is scheduled to take place after another event in your neighborhood/community, ask the event organizers for permission to display materials to promote your own upcoming event. Build community by offering the same service to others holding events. 
Sponsorship – Partner with local companies/restaurants in your community to help reach out to more people. Promotion can be done on their website, in store by displaying flyers and posters and even through their customer newsletters and mailings. Sponsor companies can also donate equipment, services, prizes, food and beverages for your event.
Media – Working with the media is a great way to spread the word. Keep in mind that media are constantly approached to cover events. Your CNIB representative can help you in determining whether or not your event is newsworthy and can also provide templates to help get you started.
