Event planning 101

Who says organizing a fundraising event needs to be complicated? Just follow these seven simple steps to event planning success:
1. Choose your event

Choose an event you’re excited about and that you have the time and resources to organize. Check out this toolkit or ask us for ideas.
2. Rally the troops
Engage the people you know to help with your event. Ask if they can offer goods, services or event space for free or at a discount. And be sure to tell CNIB about your event so we can help you along the way!
3. Plan to succeed

Set a fundraising goal along with a realistic budget. Create a to-do list and assign tasks to make sure everything gets done. Find out if you need insurance or permits.

4. Get the word out

Let people know about your event using invitations, email, posters, Facebook and word of mouth. If you want, invite your local media to promote or attend your event.

5. Have a blast

Enjoy your event: this is when your planning all pays off. Don’t forget to take photos!

6. Tally the total

After your event, add up the funds raised and submit them to CNIB within 45 days.

7. Say thanks!

As soon as possible, thank your volunteers, sponsors and participants. Let them know how much money they raised to help CNIB help people in your community.
