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CNIB Lake Joe Programs: 2026 Application Instructions
For Intervenors & Support Staff
1. In the Sign-In section, log into the CampBrain portal as usual. If you do not have an account, please enter your details in the New User Sign-Up section. The portal can be accessed here: Login | CNIB Lake Joseph Centre.


2. Login and click the yellow “Begin” or “Continue” button under the title “CNIB Lake Joe: Programs 2026” in the Start a New Application section.


3. Once selected, you’ll be directed to the Season Instructions page, which outlines the application process along with key dates and details. After reviewing this information, click the yellow “Continue to People” button in the bottom right corner. 


	
Note! There are four steps to complete in the online application form:
1. People – outline who’s coming
2. Sessions – select programs/streams & transportation 
3. Forms – complete the following forms
· Household - mandatory
· General Waiver - mandatory
· Promo Consent - mandatory
· Medical - mandatory
· Accessibility & Rooming - mandatory
4. Review – your chance to look at everything before submitting your application.




Step 1 - People: 
Select the member(s) of the household you wish to sign up for your intended week. You can also add household members here using the yellow “Add a household member” button. Once the boxes to the left of the individual’s names are checked you can click the yellow “Continue to Session” button in the bottom right of the page to move to ”Step 2: Sessions”.

Step 2 – Sessions (program week): 
Locate the “Support & Intervenor Staff” section near the bottom, select the appropriate program week type (youth, adult, or family) and click “Show Details.” Click the green “Add to Cart” button. There are four pieces of information that will be collected: 
· Select options for “Transportation to Camp”, followed by “Transportation to Home”. Please indicate whether you require transportation from one of our offered transport hubs, and be sure to select an option for both directions. Click the green “Add to Cart” button to make selections.

· It will next ask about “Applicant Type”. Select one of the following options:  
· I am an intervenor for a DBCS (Deafblind Community Services) client;  
· I am an intervenor for a Deafblind client;  
· I am a support worker for a CNIB/DBCS client. 
Use the green “Add to Cart” button to select. 
· “Applicant Age” asks you to select your age range.  Use the green “Add to Cart” button to select. 
 
· Finally, a selection for “Applicant Support Date”, choose the dates you will be supporting a guest.

· Click the yellow “Continue to Forms” in the bottom right of the page to move to ”Step 3: Forms”

Step 3 – Forms: 
· Household form: collects info for the primary contact, gender identity (optional), and at least two emergency contacts.

· The remaining forms must be completed for each participant. Fill out each form and press the yellow “Complete” button in the bottom right.

· General Waiver
· Promo Consent
· Medical
· Accessibility & Rooming

· Info to have available as you complete the Medical form:
· List of medications that will be taken while at camp, dose, frequency
· Date of immunizations (if applicable): 
· Measles, Mumps, Rubella, Varicella (MMRV)
· Diptheria, Pertussis, Tetanus, Polio
· Primary care provider’s name and phone
· Provincial health card number/expiry date

· When complete, select “Continue to Review” to move to the “Step 4: Review”.

Step 4 – Review:
· You will see the sessions and session options you selected on this page, along with a summary of the forms that have been completed.

· If everything is correct, press the yellow “Continue to Confirmation” button in the bottom right-hand side of the page. Your application has now been submitted.
